ity, and with it the assurance that this kingdom will
stand secure.

Eliakim and Peter receive au-
thority, they do not create it. And
they carry out the authority entrusted
to them for the good of the people
and the glory of God.

As Denver welcomes the De-
mocratic National Convention this
week, our attention and prayers go
out to all who are entrusted with au-
thority to govern and guide our land.

A model for all politiciansd and
a special patron for Catholic politi-
ciansd is Sir (and Saint) Thomas
More. More was a close friend and
adviser to King Henry VIIl. He was
made Chancellor of England, sec-
ond only to the King in authority.
Thomas accepted and carried out
this authority with great integrity, serving his King faith-
fully and serving God in all things.

In A Man for All Seasons, the playwright Robert
Bolt portrays More as a martyr for conscience, as in-
deed he was. But for Thomas More, conscience was
not a label pasted on personal opinion or popular
trends. He understood conscience as the sanctuary of
his mind and heart, where he stood alone before God,
who had created him, entrusted him with every gift,
and to whom he was ultimately accountable.
