lia, the youngest, was cherubic.
Shakespeare’s King Lear all
three  seemingly meet the
same fate. Throughout the
play in fact it seems that the
gods, as they are in the play,
observe no known sense of
decorum or justice. Each time
the characters of light cry out
for assistance the result is grief
upon grief. One nobleman,
Gloucester, who endures be-
trayal and bestial treatment at
the hands of the villains, at one
point cries out that, “As flies to
wanton boys are we to the
gods; They Kkill us for the
sport.” A harsh rebuke of the
divine is Gloucester’'s protest,
derivative of his immediate ex-
perience of life.

The events of King Lear
provoke the question of the
existence of divine justice in
the world. If the good suffer
the fate worthy of the cruel, how shall we say that jus-
tice truly exists? Abraham asks the same question in
Genesis chapter 18. We naturally admire Abraham
for what seems to be an intercession on behalf of the

ask again, as Abraham had, if the

enough to hear God’s response to
| Abraham, or do we require experien-
tial proof of divine justice? We of
course must turn to Christ for the ulti-
mate repartee.

Christ tells his disciples in the
Gospel that God is more than a just
judge, he is our Father. And a Father
knows how to give good gifts to his
children. That good gift, Jesus in-
structs us, is the Holy Spirit.

| Both the innocent and the guilty
face death of one form or another but
